	· J G Pears – The Chair read the following update from Mr Collins in his absence: The CHP grid connection to High Marnham went live on 10th May.  The main work on site is now the commissioning of the high pressure turbine under increased load (load rejection tests) and commissioning of the low pressure turbine.  This will then allow the export of electricity from the site.  The plant will then undergo its first set of reliability runs before final commissioning.  Comment was made that overnight construction and lighting activity seems to have diminished.  Odour issues seem to have improved, however, there have still been some occasions to raise complaints to the Environment Agency.
 
	

	
	· “There but not there” WW1 Commemoration – Cllr Siddle provided a brief explanation of the scheme whereby commemorative WW1 statues can be purchased and installed.  ACTION: Chair to liaise with Revd Price as to whether the statue could be installed in Normanton Church.

	Highways Matters
An email from a Marnham resident highlighted the following highways issues that need addressing.  

· Road sign (Power Station sign)  near the junction of the main Sutton to Dunham Road  with Hollowgate Lane, High Marnham, has been hit by a vehicle and twisted.

· The chevrons on the S bends of the Sutton to Dunham road between High and Low Marnham have been hit be a vehicle and twisted.

· Deep pothole on Hollowgate Lane - below Hill Farm

· Main road ( Sutton-on -Trent to Dunham) crumbling into ditch on north bound carriage way.
ACTION: The Chair undertook to provide photos of Polly Taylors Road, and the Clerk will forward the issues to Notts CC Highways Dept.

C/Cllr Ogle reported that a budget of £5m has been allocated to rural highways.  However, bad weather has affected the conditions of local roads and caused major unexpected expense.  He did advise that works were due in Normanton on Gracefield Lane and that some kerbs were due to be lowered.  A request was made that when Skegby Road is re-surfaced, the tarmac be suitable for horse riding.
