	Highways Matters
The flooding of the drain at Weston Lane is an ongoing issue and one that local residents would like to see resolved as it is affecting their properties.  ACTION:  C/Cllr Ogle agreed to raise the issue with the Highways Officer asap and to liaise with the Flood Officer.

Cllr Spink’s land was recently flooded due to the Marnham sluice gate being closed.  C/Cllr Ogle asked Cllr Spink to send him further details so that he can look into the matter.
The PC had previously submitted a request to Notts CC for signage on Tuxford Road to warn of icy/slippery roads, which was subsequently declined due to the lack of reported incidents.  The Chair sent a reply email stating that although incidents may not be reported, they are nevertheless still happening.  He also submitted photographic evidence of some local accidents on the road.  ACTION: Clerk to ascertain from Notts CC the cost of the signage and whether it could be funded by the PC.

	Hanging Hill Lane, Skegby
Cllr Winfrow declared an interest in this item.  At last month’s meeting, the incidents of crime and unwanted vehicles accessing Hanging Hill Lane were discussed,  Mrs Sutton, a local landowner had submitted a request to the PC for the installation of a gate.  The PC consulted with other local Farmers who use the lane and they confirmed their support in principle, and further support was obtained from PC Nathan Thomas and Eddie Brennan, Common Land Consultant at Notts CC was informed. 
 
The PC has also written to Southwell Diocese, in principle they support this to assist in the prevention of crime and misuse of common land
Once a proposal is formalised then the PC will inform all land owners, persons having a legal right to use the lane along with any other interested parties. 
The application will then be sent to ALL the relevant authorities to seek the appropriate consent for the barrier / gate prior to installion.
