C/Cllr Ogle acknowledged the seriousness of the situation and recommended that the Parish Council write to Mark Edwards (Property and Development Manager, BDC), Antisocial Behaviour Department (BDC) and the Chief Executive of Bassetlaw DC.  The resident was reminded that threatening behaviour is a police matter and should be reported, along with the fact that it is the County Council’s responsibility to provide any additional parking spaces.

	Highways Matters

· C/Cllr Ogle sought the Parish Council’s support for the installation of a speed limit at the A57 Ragnall Crossroads.  The PC offered their support for this proposal.

· Cllr Smith had witnessed an elderly resident waiting at the bus stop outside the church on Tuxford Road.  He found it unacceptable that the resident had to ‘perch’ on the grit bin due to the absence of a bench and asked that the PC consider the installation of a bench for bus-users to use.  The PC agreed to this and tasked the Clerk to get a quote for a bench.

· In addition, the grit bin at the same location does not have a lid and is unfit for purpose so the PC will submit a request for a new grit bin to be installed.

· Cllr Winfrow requested confirmation as to whether Hanging Hill Lane is a highway as he would like to propose the installation of a named road sign so that visitors and deliveries can find the location.  Action: Clerk to confirm the road’s status with Eddie Brennan at Notts CC.

· Cllr Spink reported that a replacement set of chevron road signs has been installed on the Marnham S-bends.

· Fly-tipping incidents were reported on Polly Taylors Lane and Tuxford Road.  
A suggestion was made for the installation of “fly-tipping – prohibited” signs but their effectiveness was questioned.  The Clerk suggested that any incidents of fly-tipping be reported on the Bassetlaw DC website – with photos if possible.  https://selfservice.bassetlaw.gov.uk/

· Reports were received of rubbish in the lay-by at the top of Brotts Road and the Chair undertook to discuss the issue with Alistair Collins at JG Pears.
