	Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were noted from Cllrs Bentley and Spink.

	Update from J G Pears
The Chair declared an interest in Pears’ Planning Application for the Old Power Station site in High Marnham due to his house being in close proximity to the site.  He sought confirmation from Mr Collins as to whether the site is proposed to be a storage or packing facility.  Mr Collins confirmed it would be a storage facility, with the finished product being stored in silos and transported via bulk trailers.  
Concerns were raised by the Parish Council as follows:

· There have been environmental and odour concerns regarding the plant over the last twenty years which local residents object to and feel it is spoiling their quality of life.  The current expansion proposals have caused bad feeling amongst local residents because they feel it will exacerbate existing issues.
· In addition, there are concerns regarding the chemical content of the factory’s emissions and the possible health effects.  

· There are also concerns that if storage facilities are moved into the new plant then this will provide more production space at the existing site, therefore leading to more potential odour issues and increase in HGV traffic.
· Mr Collins advised that the original plant is not operating at full capacity at the moment – it is at approximately 75% so any increase in production would be within the factory’s operating limits.
· The Chair requested that Cllr Winfrow represent the PC at the Planning meeting at Bassetlaw District Council at which the JG Pears Planning Application is to be discussed.

Further to a meeting held at Dunham Parish Council to discuss the Planning Application, the Chair proposed that quarterly meetings be held between the four Parish Councils sited closest to the Pears plant – namely, Normanton on Trent, Sutton on Trent, Dunham and Fledborough, and South Clifton.  The Clerk undertook to arrange this meeting for the first week of October, with each Parish Council sending two representatives from each Parish.

	Update on Normanton Village Hall
Mr Mark Lewis, the Chair of the Village Hall Committee, provided an update on refurbishment works at the Village Hall.

It is proposed to re-fit the toilets, also replacing the rotten window in the male toilets, to re-fit a new kitchen, and to install a new Fire Door.  The quote for said works is £4.5k and building work is expected to start shortly.  

The Parish Council thanked Mr Lewis for attending the meeting and providing the update, and agreed to release the £2k ring-fenced funds to the Village Hall Committee upon receipt of the builder’s quote, proposed by Cllr Winfrow, seconded by Cllr Parker.

	Update on St Matthews’ Church Roof
Cllr Parker advised that GBSC Engineers are due to start work on the nave roof to the fit the alarm system, and work on the main North and South aisle roofs will start in due course.

The Clerk confirmed that paperwork has been submitted to the alarm company for the Parish Council to pay the £150 annual maintenance fee.

	Childrens’ Recreational Facilities in Normanton 

The PC were made aware that some residents would like to see the installation of a play-park in Normanton on Trent, however, there were no members of the public present to discuss the issue.  The Parish Council sympathised with the lack of children’s facilities, however, several years ago, the Village Hall grounds were used as a play area but, sadly, the hall was broken into and windows were broken.  The installation of a play area in the village would raise many health and safety issues and the PC felt that the area would also need to be supervised and maintained.  The PC would be open to viable suggestions from the public should they wish to attend the next meeting.

	Highways Matters
Vehicles parked on pavements on South Street and Mill Lane
The Clerk requested that photos be forwarded to her so that the matter can be raised with the relevant authorities.  The Clerk confirmed she has written to the Head Teacher at St Matthews School offering the Parish Council’s support in addressing parking issues at the school.  Cllr Malloney agreed to follow this up.

Dog Fouling
This practice continues, to the detriment of local residents, particularly on Mill Lane which raises potential health issues for families walking to and from school.  The Clerk was tasked with forwarding suggestions to the Head Teacher, such as , discussing the matter with pupils in Assembly and asking them to create posters which can be laminated and posted around the village.

Cllr Hope reported that road re-surfacing works have been conducted in Normanton, however the request for the kerb-drop on Church Corner has not been completed.  Cllr Hope undertook to raise the issue with C/Cllr Ogle.

The hedgerows between High and Low Marnham are overgrown and the Chair undertook to request that the property owners address the issue.

Cllr Hope reported that the footpath outside his property on South Street is hazardous to pedestrians and he agreed to report it to the County Council.
