	Update from J G Pears
	

	
	Mr Collins reported that, following several visits from the Environment Agency to the plant, Pears is now working through the actions that have been identified.  
He advised that a new tipping ramp will be installed in January and that raw material trailers will now be stored in an abated building.  Mr Collins advised that he will confirm the dates on which the thermal oxidiser will be shut down.  Mr Collins would be happy for members of the Parish Council to have a tour of the CHP plant, the Chair and Cllrs Bentley and Parker expressed an interest in doing so.  
Concerns were raised on potential health issues being caused by the odour emissions and breaches of the operating license were referred to – in particular the clause that states that “there should be zero odour emissions outside of the plant’s boundaries”.

The Chair encouraged Councillors and members of the public to continue to report any complaints to the Environment Agency, J G Pears, and the Parish Council.  He reported that some residents have suggested creating a Pears Consultation Group that will aim to work with Pears and the EA to provide a constructive approach to resolving issues and complaints.  This group will be completely independent to the Parish Council.

	Following a request for repairs to the damaged bus shelter, an email from Notts County Council advised that it would be impractical to conduct repairs or to replace the brick shelter with a wooden one.  They advised that during June 2018 only one passenger per week used the bus stop and therefore could not justify the expense.  The Chair was actioned to approach Mr Collins at the Pears factory to see if they would consider assisting with the issue, with the bus stop being directly outside the factory.
