	Apologies for Absence

	Update from J G Pears
Mr Collins provided an update as follows:
· Since the last meeting in January, the EA have made three inspection visits to the site.  Several issues were raised which are currently being addressed by JG Pears.
· A new airlock is to be fitted to the feather shed and a complete review of each extraction point in the plant is being conducted.

· New procedures have been introduced to reduce the movement of animal product on site.

· Tree planting has been completed at the front of the site.

· All complaint data and wind direction data has been analysed and submitted to Public Health England.

· Comment was made that there have been some reports of odour emissions in Low Marnham recently and there are still incidents of HGVs passing through Normanton – although these are not J G Pears lorries.

· The Chair thanked Mr Collins for his update and suggested that any further updates could be emailed to the Clerk so that they can be published on the PC website.

	Meeting closed for Public Open Session of 15 minutes
A resident voiced his concerns regarding the stretch of South Lane, heading from Grassthorpe Road into Normanton.  The road is a single track lane but is often inappropriately used by HGVs – especially given that the speed limit is 60mph.  
In addition, the grass verges have become eroded due to passing vehicles driving on them.  The Council acknowledged these concerns, also noting that farm vehicles would still require access, and the Clerk was tasked with writing to Notts CC Highways to request that the speed limit be reduced and an “HGV Access only” sign be installed.

Closing balance once payments are cleared £7219.54.  Ringfenced funds are detailed as: £2000 for Village Hall Fund, £200 from the Transparency Fund, and £2927.77 from the Bassetlaw CIL funds and Grant.

Cllr Spink recommended that the Clerk investigate the “Making Tax Digital” initiative and how it will affect the PC’s financial records.
The Clerk reported that the nearest branches of Yorkshire Bank are in Worksop or Grantham which makes banking very inconvenient – particularly when a change of signatories is required to be made to the account.  With the Council’s approval, the Clerk undertook to move the account over to Nat West.  The Community Bank Account appears to be an appropriate account for the PC, particularly as Signatory IDs can be uploaded electronically.  Proposed by Cllr Hope, seconded by Cllr Spink.
The Annual Salary Award proposed for NALC would bring the Clerk’s salary to £13.15 per hour as per the current pay scale.  The Parish Council agreed to this, proposed by Cllr Spink, seconded by Cllr Siddle.

The Clerk reported that the Precept Request has been submitted to Bassetlaw DC.  NALC have advised applying a small inflationary increase year upon year which the Clerk has applied, therefore resulting in an increase on the taxpayer from £23.40 to £24.32.  The precept had also increased due to the reduction in grants awarded from Bassetlaw DC.  The Parish Council agreed to the Precept Submission.

	Planning Matters
The following applications were tabled for comment:
· 19/00163/HSE – Holly Crest, Brotts Road, Normanton on Trent
· 19/00037/FUL – Church Corner Cottage, Normanton on Trent

The Council agreed to both applications in principal.  On the subject of Church Corner Cottage, it noted that the new boundary wall should remain in line with the property and not encroach on the footpath.  The removal of the hedge should improve visibility for drivers and pedestrians at the South Street/Eastgate junction.

	Highways Matters
Following concerns raised by Cllr Hope, the pedestrian crossing at Church Corner Cottage was discussed.  Two issues raised are (1) buses idling at the bus stop which cause an obstruction to cars and pedestrians and it was suggested that the bus company avoid using the bus stop during school-run times and (2) the kerb at this corner is too high for pushchairs and the installation of a dropped kerb would be beneficial.  Cllr Ogle suggested that he conduct a site visit with Cllr Hope and Sara Hope to determine a definite plan.
Prior to the meeting, Cllr Parker had requested that the issue of dog fouling in Normanton be addressed as it is getting worse.  The Council queried whether there are sufficient disposal bins within the village and requested that the Clerk contact the local Dog Warden.

Cllr Parfitt reported that the grass verge on Brotts Road (just past the allotments) is being damaged by cars parking on it.  

Issues to be reported to Highways Agency are as follows: 

· Broken road sign at the Gracefield Lane crossroads

· Broken road sign at the North end of Brotts Lane

· Pot holes were recently inspected and marked for filling in Low and High Marnham, however, Cllr Spink reported that the paint markings have come off the road surface.
