A recent letter from the Elizabeth Hall Charities wished to invite a Parish Councillor to join the Board of Trustees.  Action: Clerk to find out what the role would involve and report back.

Cllr Spink raised concerns following the recent Bonfire event held at The Brownlow Arms.  He observed that items placed on the bonfire were non-flammable (eg. Mattresses, metal items, etc) and therefore the remaining debris was washed into sluice gates and drains during the recent bout of wet weather, therefore causing blockages.  Action: The Chair to consult with Louise Cresswell at the Environment Agency to see if they can assist on the matter.
