	Update from J G Pears
Mr Collins introduced Katherine, the new Compliance Manager and advised that she will be attending Parish Council meetings in the near future.  His update on the plant’s operations was as follows:

· New doors are being installed on the raw material storages in the Rendering Plant – this is the possible cause of recent odour emissions which should be minimal but Mr Collins reiterated that any complaints should be made to the    J G Pears switchboard.
         There may be some steam emissions over the next two/four weeks prior to the new commissioning starting.
         The plant may be noisier than usual for a short period whilst this steam blowing is being carried out which will be 24/7
         Motors and fans will be commissioned and may be noisier initially until fans balanced / fully commissioned
         It was suggested that the Clerk create a “Pears” section on the PC website so that weekly updates can be posted in order to keep the public informed of ongoing works.
         Cllr Hewes expressed interest in viewing the plant and he will liaise with 
Mr Collins for dates.

· Bassetlaw DC Fly-posting policy – The Clerk had printed out the on-line survey and proposed the questions to the Council.  The Clerk will complete and submit the on-line survey.
