	Update from C/Cllr Ogle

	Update from J G Pears
	

	
	Mr Collins requested that the September minutes be amended to read that “storage of raw materials will be in an abated building”.
There was a recent minor shut down for the completion of mechanical and electrical works to be completed at a later date along with commissioning, it is then due for the all odours to be directed to the CHP rather than the thermal oxidiser.  Works are ongoing to address the plant’s noise issues and a specialist consultant is soon due to visit the plant to assess these issues.

A member of the public queried whether the plant’s external lights are permanently lit as they are quite powerful and can be seen from some distance.  She also requested that third party haulage drivers are reminded by Pears not to access the plant via Normanton village.  Mr Collins agreed to investigate the lights and to ensure they were only on when actual work was being carried out.
Following the Environment Agency’s inspection, Pears have submitted Compliance Assessment Reports to them as required and the EA is due to issue a newsletter shortly.

Cllr Malloney reported that she regularly reports any odour issues from the plant to Mr Collins, who responds as soon as possible to investigate any problems.
The Chair acknowledged that this summer’s high temperatures did cause many odour issues for the Pears plant and he questioned what measures will be implemented in order to avoid the same issue and high number of odour complaints next summer.

Mr Collins reported that the following measures will be used to address the issues:  better storage of raw materials; installation of a tipping ramp to make the offloading of raw material to the CHP plant more efficient; the number of trucks waiting to offload will be reduced to two or three at any one time; installation of odour neutralisers around the doors whilst trucks enter and exit.

Mr Collins confirmed that J G Pears have signed a lease on the old power station at High Marnham and a public consultation is due shortly.  He advised that the site will be used for warehousing, storage, and as a transport depot.
The following Councillors expressed an interest in having a tour of the Pears factory – The Chair, Cllrs Winfrow and McPartland, and D/Cllrs Keith and Shirley Isard.

	Low Marnham Bus Stop
	

	
	Notts County Council have inspected and condemned the bus shelter due to it being unsafe.  They have quoted £1,500 to remove the existing shelter and £4.5k to install a new one.  Since Notts CC investigated the usage of the bus shelter, it has been reported that more residents are using the bus stop and the PC are keen to retain a bus stop at the existing Low Marnham site.  
Mr Collins at J G Pears has been approached to see whether the company may be able to offer some assistance.  In the meantime, the Clerk was tasked with obtaining a copy of the structural report that was conducted on the bus shelter.

Two requests for financial assistance were submitted to the Parish Council for its consideration – one from the Brownies for £300, and one from Trent Villages Scouts Group for £840.  Both requests were for hall rental fees.  The Parish Council agreed to fund these two important groups with half the funds coming from the PC and half coming from the CIL grant, proposed by Cllr Siddle, seconded by Cllr Malloney.   It was suggested that maybe local businesses could help with the Scouts / Brownies and so on.
The Parish Council would welcome assistance from the two groups at the next Litter Pick when it takes place in the Spring.

· 18/01206/OUT – Chapel Farm, South Street, Normanton on Trent

· 18/01227/RSB – Hollyhock House, South Street, Normanton on Trent

The Council supported the planning applications but commented that the drainage of water on South Street should be taken into consideration as it is renowned for flooding.  The Council stressed that there is a need for affordable housing in the area – particularly for young residents who have grown up in the local villages and struggle to buy the expensive new properties that are being built.
