	Update from J G Pears
Mr Collins kindly provided the following update via email.

Planning
1. Planning has been submitted to BLDC for building to enclose the existing evaporator system which is currently installed outside -  this is to reduce potential noise and odour issues associated with the operation of these evaporators.
2. Planning application soon to be submitted to BDLC for Porta-cabin type offices, facilities buildings and lab.  – this is all to be situation within the wooden acoustic fence on the north side of the factory
3. Planning application soon to be submitted to BDLC for extension to the Eastern side of the garage and storage building – this is  form engineering stores to replace numerous container and other storage locations of site to facilitate the implementation of the CMMS and spares control system.
Other:
1. New cover on the biofilter well on its way  -  works should be finished (weather permitting  -  wind is an issue with sheeting) by the end of the month.
2. Previously approved extension to form new central control room, electrical panel rooms and acoustic treatment  on the eastern end of the factory (nearest to Low Marnham) to be started in the next few weeks  and will hopefully be completed in the next 3 months
3. The new soil bund to the northern boundary of the site will be shaped as the planning approval once the barley is cut  -  these trees will be planted once the soil has settled -  this will probably be in winter 2021 to give the trees the best chance of survival
