Request for funding from Normanton Brownies – The Council approved the request from the Brownies for financial assistance towards their rent.  Proposed by Cllr Rushby, seconded by Cllr Bentley.
Winter Service Order Form - ACTION: Clerk to order the same amount as last year for delivery to the Village Hall.
Play area in Normanton on Trent – C/Cllr Ogle had emailed a request from a local resident that the Parish Council consider establishing a play-park for the youngsters of the village.  Discussion centred around the costs involved in purchasing land for this purpose, installing various items of play equipment, and also the insurance and health & safety issues involved.  The Council agreed that, although it would be an asset for the village, the various costs involved would be overwhelming.

CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy)  – A request for financial assistance was tabled from D Wardell to have the trees in the church yard tidied up.  The Council agreed that the majority of the CIL funds had already been allocated towards the installation of new heating in the church room and that the leftover funds should be retained in case other requests for funding were proposed.
It was agreed that part of the Normanton CIL would be used to pay for the refurbishment of the cemetery gates.
