Apologies for absence were noted from Cllrs Spink and Parfitt.

	Update from J G Pears
Mr Collins reported that there had been issues and complaints over the last weekend of June.  The problems were caused by a fault with the CHP plant not being able to take the air from the rendering plant. There were various technical issues: PLC’s not being able to “talk” to each other, no audible alarm, valve having to be operated manually, the Chair questioned these issues.
The reason for the extended period of odour was that the bio filters had become contaminated due to the thermal oxidiser taking some 5–6 hours to reach operating temperature.  The PC was informed that back up boilers for the rendering plant were maintained at 3 bar pressure, 15mins approx. to reach operating temperature should the CHP plant have a fault, so maintaining the rending process.
The PC were informed that the condition experienced had not been envisaged during the commissioning of the plant.  Further complaints were reported on Friday 28th June due to problems with the bio-filter.  The Environment Agency are due to visit shortly to ensure that these issues are addressed.
